Today marks the Third Sunday in Lent -
a meaningful step in the 40-day
journey toward Easter in the United
Methodist Church. Lent is not just
about giving up chocolate or soft drinks

(though many of us feel that sacrifice
deeply). It is a season set aside for prayer, reflection,
repentance, and renewed focus on Christ. The forty days
mirror Jesus’ time in the wilderness, reminding us that
spiritual growth often happens in quiet, intentional moments
rather than in grand celebrations.

By the Third Sunday in Lent, the newness of our Lenten
commitments may be wearing off. This is often the point
where Scripture gently nudges us to look inward and ask: Are
we bearing fruit? Are we drawing closer to God, or just
counting down the days until Easter candy arrives? The
readings during this part of Lent frequently call us to turn our
hearts back to God and to live out our faith in tangible ways.

The good news is that Lent is not about perfection; it’s about
preparation. Each Sunday in Lent is a small celebration of
resurrection hope, reminding us that even in a season of
reflection, grace is never in short supply. As we continue this
journey together, may this Third Sunday in Lent encourage us
to stay faithful, stay focused, and keep our eyes on the
promise of Easter morning.
